TWO FILMS ABOUT ELIZABETH
FIRST SEQUENCE

The first film is dedicated to the first years of Elizabeth's reign; Elizabeth is very young, she has just become queen and she wants to prove she can be a good queen. She is a woman and for this reason she is considered weaker and less able than a king. 
In the sequence Elizabeth is speaking with one of her counsellors, Sir William. Sir William tells her that she is only a woman, meaning she must follow his advice because he is a man. However, Elizabeth answers that, if she wants, she has the heart of a man. 
Elizabeth wants to take her own decisions freely, she doesn't want to be influenced by anyone. So, at the end of the sequence she says she has decided to create Sir William lord. It seems an honour for him, but actually she is doing this to force him to retire and leave the court, so that she will be free to decide by herself. She calls him Lord Burghley directly because she considers her decision a fact, he can't refuse or object, he can only accept her decision because she is the queen.  
In this sequence Elizabeth shows courage (she says she is not afraid of anything), authority (she doesn't accept sir William's orders, she says that the word "must" mustn't be used to princes) and political ability (she gets rid of Sir William creating him Lord). 
SECOND SEQUENCE

In the second film Elizabeth is middle aged, she has been a queen for a long time.

In the sequence she is watching one of her ladies, Bess, while she is taking dance lessons and she is speaking to Sir Walter. She says she is tired of controlling everything and everyone, but when Sir Walter answers that she eats and drinks control, she orders him to dance even if he doesn't want to. So, on the one hand she says she is tired of controlling and commanding, but on the other hand she wants to prove that she has the power and she can order others to do everything she wishes.
COMPARISON BETWEEN THE 2 SEQUENCES

In the first sequence Elizabeth is struggling to be accepted as a queen and to take control of her reign and she wants to be free to decide. 
In the second sequence she seems tired of reigning and commanding, but actually she still wants other people to obey her.
