BRAVE NEW WORLD VS 1984
SETTING: Both novels are set in London
BNW is set in a distant future (7th century after Ford, so in 2500), while 1984 is set in a near future. In BNW this society has existed for a long time, so the people are so used to this world that they can't imagine a different one. That is why a menace for this society can only come from an outsider, John the savage, who grew up in a reservation, far from the "civilized" world. 
1984 is set in a near future. In 1984 this society has existed only for some years and, even if Winston and the other people can't remember their past, they imagine that the world hasn't always been like this. So, the menace comes from the inside, from Winston, who is a member of the Party  
TYPE OF NOVELS: both are dystopian novels which speak about a horrible future. However, at the beginning BNW seems a utopian novel, because everyone seems happy, healthy and satisfied with their life. Only later the readers discover that this apparent happiness is based on mental conditioning, exploitation of the lower classes, lack of freedom, stupid entertainment and empty lives. Anyway, the objective of the leaders is happiness for everyone
1984 is a dystopian novel from the beginning: Winston is unhappy, poor and in bad health, like everyone else around him. The leaders of this world base their power on fear and violence, they don't want the people to be happy, they want them to be scared and obedient.  
MESSAGE: BNW warns the readers against the dangers of consumerism and science (genetic manipulation, mental conditioning)

1984 warns the readers against the dangers of totalitarianism, especially communism (there are many references to the Soviet Union in the book), but also the other totalitarianisms of the XX century
