THE KILLING OF THE ALBATROS
8-1   The author uses a personification to describe the storm. He represents it as a very big bird with large wings that chases the ship (l. 43-44). Also the ship is personified and it is represented as someone who is escaping from a dangerous enemy (l. 46)   

8-2/3 At the beginning, the ice is described as if it was a magic element (it is green, l. 54, it sends a dismal sheen l.56); then, in lines 61, Coleridge describes it using verbs that usually refers to animals (roared, howled) as if it was a dangerous beast. 

8-4 The albatross represents the positive side of nature, who helps men, that's why his killing is so bad 
AT THE END of the story the wedding guest is defined "a sadder and wiser man", wiser because he has learned an important lesson, that is to respect nature and all living beings, sadder because he has heard a sad story
