COMMENT TO BRAVE NEW WORLD

OVERVIEW
1. The director orders the nurses to put the books near the flowers; the nurses obey without speaking and then they bring the children. The children are 8 months old and they are identical because they were created using a particular method (which was invented by the author) that creates a group of identical people starting from one egg. This method is used only for the lower classes because they don't need to have a personality
2. The children are Delta because they are dressed in khaki

3. At first the children are happy because they like the colours and the beauty of the flowers and pictures but, after the conditioning, they are terrified by them because they link flowers and colours with pain and explosions.

4. Books are considered a waste of time for the lower classes; moreover, they are dangerous because they may decondition people and they may make them think. If people read, they may start thinking that they want to change their life or the society and this can't be accepted

6. The children are conditioned to hate nature because nature is free. In the past, when the people went to the countryside they didn't spend anything, except for the transport. They want the people to spend more money, so they condition them to love expensive sports that are played in the countryside
7. These sports need a lot of expensive equipment, so they are economically useful

TEXTURES...
1. The author uses several technical and scientific words, for ex. switchboard and lever (l. 26-27) and he uses invented scientific words, such as Bokanovsky (l. 9). He also refers to psychological theories (mental conditioning)

2. The children's reaction is described in a very realistic way. The author uses some words to underline that the children are considered like objects by the adults (for ex. laden, l.8, unloaded l.10 and loaded, l. 53, are usually used for things, not for people); the children are also compared to puppets (l.35)    
3. The director is powerful, professional, very cold and without emotions. He gives orders and the nurses obey without speaking. All the adults are described as if they were robots without feelings. They don’t care for the children 

4. This is a society based on consumerism where the most important function of the people is to consume and spend money. If they don’t spend money, they are useless. From this point of view, the novel is very prophetic and it anticipates the present society.
